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PURPOSE

This guideline establishes response to calls for mutual aid and Mutual Aid Box Alarm System (MABAS).
RESPONSIBILITY

1. All Chief and Company Officers have the responsibility to comply with and ensure that the personnel under their command are adequately trained, fully understand, and comply with this guideline.

2. All firefighters have the responsibility to learn and follow this guideline.
DEFINITIONS

1. Minimum Staffing – Minimum number of personnel that are required to respond on specific apparatus listed below. 

a. Before more than the minimum staffing is sent, an evaluation of available resources left in our response area shall be evaluated.

	4 personnel

	2. Aerial Ladder
	4 personnel

	3. Squad
	4 personnel

	4. Tender
	2 personnel

	5. Brush Truck
	2 personnel

	6. All Terrain Vehicle
	2 personnel

	7. Air Support
	2 personnel


GUIDELINE 
A. Apparatus Response – Non – MABAS
1. The following apparatus is to respond for the following requests:

a. Engine or personnel - Engine 3 for Engine request or manpower request

b. Aerial Ladder – Ladder 1

c. Extrication – Squad 2
d. Breathing Air – Trailer 1

e. Tender – Tender 8

f. Brush Truck – Brush 5 

g. All Terrain Vehicle – Support 4 and Brush 2 (May not send both as to not deplete all Wildland resources)
B. Apparatus Response – MABAS
1. For MABAS Activation the apparatus requested will be announced when called for service.

2. Only that specific apparatus will respond with at least the minimum staffing as listed below:

a. Chief – Car 1, Car 2 or responding apparatus if there is room

1. A Chief on a MABAS Activation can be a Lieutenant through Fire Chief as long as they area comfortable with all ICS Positions

b. Engine – Engine 3 
c. Squad – Engine 2 
d. Truck – Ladder 1 
e. Tender – Tender 8 

f. Brush Truck – Brush 5 
g. All Terrain Vehicle – Support 4 and Brush 2 (May not send both as to not deplete all Wildland resources)
h. Air Support – Support 4 and Trailer 1 

3. When responding and calling on the radio, IFERN Frequency is to be used and the designation of the apparatus needs to be stated.  Example: Baraboo Engine is responding

4. There are other MABAS Guidelines that have been adopted by Sauk County MABAS Division 131.  Those guidelines shall be followed as well and are located in the Master MABAS Book in station.
C. Personnel Response

1. If there are not enough personnel for the mutual aid request notify Sauk County Communications Center immediately on the EMS/Fire Repeater Frequency that Baraboo Fire is passing on response.
2.  If there are not enough personnel for the MABAS response, notify MABAS Division 131 Dispatcher immediately on the IFERN Frequency that Baraboo Fire is passing on response for specific equipment requested.
3. Whenever possible an Officer should respond as part of the responding crew.
