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PURPOSE

This policy establishes the method in which a First In Report is given via the radio by the first arriving fire department representative at the scene of an incident.
RESPONSIBILITY

1. All Chief and Company Officers have the responsibility to comply with and ensure that the personnel under their command are adequately trained, fully understand, and comply with this guideline.

2. All firefighters have the responsibility to learn and follow this guideline.

PROCEDURE
A. The First In Report provides initial observations of the first arriving fire department representative and gives other responding personnel information of what is happening and what is needed.
B. The First In Report is required for all incident responses and is completed on the County Page Frequency unless a portion is specifically listed otherwise.
C. The First In Report shall consist of the following:

1. Identify Unit or Fire Department Representative arriving on scene.


Example: “Baraboo Fire Sauk County”, wait for reply, “Engine 2 on location”

2. Describe what you see in a short and concise group of words

Example: “Two Story single family dwelling with smoke showing from the second floor.”

3. Explain actions
Example: “Out completing 360 walk around”
4. Establish or transfer Incident Command
Example: “Chief 2 will have (street name, business name, etc.) Command.”

5. List instructions for response – This may be done on Fire Tact and not on Page Frequency.
Example: “Command to Ladder 1wait for reply, lay in from hydrant.” Fire Tact transmission

“Request for law enforcement assistance” Page Frequency Transmission

Note: A request for MABAS activation would have to take place on EMS/Fire Frequency

6. Provide follow up information and/or progress reports – This is done on Fire Tact and contains any information that is important for incoming apparatus.  This is done in a short and concise group of words.
D. Putting it all together:
“Baraboo Fire Sauk County”, wait for reply, “Engine 2 on location two Story single family dwelling with smoke showing from the second floor, will be out completing 360 walk around Chief 2 will have (street name, business name, etc.) Command and requesting law enforcement assistance for traffic control.”
Other information or progress reports to responding apparatus are completed on Fire Tact Frequency.
